Senior Leadership Team, KS3 & KS4 Co-ordinators, Additional Needs Co-ordinator

Peer mentors will receive training each summer term (Year 7 & 8) with a ‘refresher’ in September.  The selection of peer mentors will be in liaison with form tutors, school council and pastoral staff.

Support form tutors to deal with minor incidents, issues/problems caused by bullying and act in a befrienders role with form group members (KS3 only).
